6. Smart Green Island Makeathon on Gran Canaria
Young talents work together on digital and sustainable future ideas for in-
novative prototypes over four days 

With its different climate zones, Gran Canaria has ideal conditions for supplying 
the island with sustainable renewable energies. A quarter of the electricity demand 
is already generated by renewable energies, including the newly opened and 
world's largest wind farm on an island. ITQ GmbH has been seeing this potential 
for years and is addressing the digital change and the necessary global networking 
to defuse the shortage of skilled workers with a variety of projects on the island. 

Garching, January 27th, 2023 – After a two-year break, ITQ GmbH invites young 
students to the 6th SMART GREEN ISLAND MAKEATHON. The company is or-
ganizing this year's Innovation Festival on Gran Canaria from March 1st to 4th, 
2023 with the aim of training future engineers to become innovative and creative 
specialists and bringing them into direct contact with companies. 

At the 6th SMART GREEN ISLAND MAKEATHON, a total of 300 young students, 
and representatives from universities as well as international companies from var-
ious industries will meet to work together on innovative and sustainable project 
ideas. The aim of the four-day Make-Marathon is to get young people excited 
about digital progress, to enable them to work on sustainable ideas and to design 
the first prototypes. The Young Talents gain important experience in project man-
agement and improve their soft skills. A special highlight this year is the hybrid 
participation from Bogota, Colombia. Smart Farming systems are already being 
set up there. Together with a team from the Universidad de los Andes, these 
systems are to be simulated on Gran Canaria and controlled via an IoT platform 
in Bogota. 

In this way, the first prototypes are created within just four days, which advance 
the idea of a Smart Green Island – a climate-neutral island Gran Canaria – with 
the topics of sustainable technologies as well as environmental and climate pro-
tection. The MAKEATHON also offers a new recruiting platform for all partici-
pants from 15 nations to network and get to know industry-leading companies. 
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“The topics of sustainability and digitization are still very popular in companies. 
In addition, the serious shortage of skilled workers shows that we must break 
new ground in recruiting. The demand and interest in our innovation festival 
was enormous this year. With our sponsors and partners, we are pursuing the 
goal of promoting sustainable innovations and preparing the younger genera-
tion for the digital future in the best possible way," says Dr. Rainer Stetter, 
Managing Director, of ITQ GmbH.
